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A Political Governance After the Great Earthquake:
The Case of the 2010 Canterbury Earthquake

Abstract

Natural hazards governance varies across the Pacific countries. This paper
shows how New Zealand Government arranged and challenged the 2010 Canterbury
Earthquake. Disaster governance is nested within and influenced by overarching
societal governance systems such as history, law and political system. But the case
of New Zealand has two faces: inheriting the tradition of British Empire and reforming
the political system. By the tradition of British Empire, New Zealand chose to stay
of the Commonwealth and to keep Queen of England. By the political reform, New
Zealand shifted from welfare state. The reform adopting Anglo-Saxon policies shared
the experience of an economic slump in the 1970s, prompting a policy shift from the
welfare states of the early 1980s to an emphasis on “small government”. As a result,
“small government” of New Zealand has streamlined its governance and worked
flexible in the 2010 Canterbury Earthquake. That is a big difference from Kumamoto
Earthquake, 2016.
